Commissioner Kunkle called the regular meeting to order at 10:04 a.m.  
 
 
The minutes of the previous regular meeting held on January 9, 2022, were approved as read.  
 
 
The Commission, by a unanimous vote, approved for payment those vouchers described as

Car Warrant No. 376 through Warrant No. 379 including direct deposits in the total amount of

Commissioner Jackson moved to adopt RESOLUTION NO. 1442: A RESOLUTION OF 
GRANT COUNTY PORT DISTRICT NO. 10 (PORT OF MOSES LAKE) AUTHORIZING THE 
EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR TO SELL AND CONVEY PORT DISTRICT PERSONAL 
PROPERTY OF LESS THAN TEN THOUSAND DOLLARS ($10,000) IN VALUE. Motion 
carried.  
 
Commissioner Jones moved to adopt  RESOLUTION NO. 1443: A RESOLUTION OF GRANT  
COUNTY PORT DISTRICT NO. 10 (PORT OF MOSES LAKE) INTENDING TO REIMBURSE 
CERTAIN EXPENDITURES FOR CALENDAR YEAR OF 2023. Motion carried.  
 
Commissioner Jackson moved to authorize the Executive Director to sign a Right of First Refusal 
between the Port and Chemi-Con for the 14 acres directly in front of its facilities. Motion carried.  
 
Commissioner Jones moved to authorize the Executive Director to sign the First Amendment to 
Lease Agreement with Reycomm, LLC to extend the initial term of the lease for five years. Motion 
carried.
